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Clinical observation of piperacillin and sulbactam sodium continuous iv drip in
treatment of severe pneumonia

Abstract: Objective To investigate the clinical effect of piperacillin and sulbactam sodium continuous iv drip in treatment of severe
pneumonia. Methods Patients (90 cases) with severe pneumonia from June 2012 to February 2014 in the Inner Mongolia Forestry
General Hospital were randomly divided into treatment (46 cases) and control (44 cases) groups. The patients in the treatment group
were iv administered with Piperacillin and Sulbactam Sodium for injection 5.0 g adding into 200 mL 0.9% saline solution in 1 h, then
diluted with 20 mL physiological saline continuous iv pump infusion, and the pumping speed was adjusted at 2 mL/h, twice daily.
The patients in the control group were iv administered with Piperacillin and Sulbactam Sodium for injection 5.0 g adding into 200 mL
0.9% saline solution in 1 h, every 8 h/time. The patients in the two groups were treated for more than 3 d. After the treatment, the
efficacy was evaluated, while the time of cough disappeared, rale disappear time, body temperature returned to normal time, and
white blood cells back to normal time in two groups were compared. Results The efficacies in the treatment and control groups
were 80.44% and 59.09%, respectively, and there were differences between two groups (P < 0.05). The time of cough disappeared,
rale disappear time, body temperature returned to normal time, and white blood cells back to normal time in treatment group were
shorter than those in the control group, and there were differences between two groups (P < 0.05). Conclusion Piperacillin and
sulbactam sodium continuous iv drip has good clinical effect in treatment of severe pneumonia, and can shorten the time of
observational indexes, which is worth of clinical promotion.
