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Analysis on utilization of oral nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs in Department
of Outpatient and Emergency of Shanghai Pudong New District Zhoupu Hospital
from 2012 to 2014

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Abstract: Objective To analyze the utilization of oral nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs (NSAIDs) in Department of
Outpatient and Emergency of Shanghai Pudong New District Zhoupu Hospital, so as to provide reference for rational use in clinic.
Methods Consumption sum, frequency of drug use (DDDs), defined daily cost (DDC), and drug sequence ratio (B/A) of NSAIDs
in Department of Outpatient and Emergency of Shanghai Pudong New District Zhoupu Hospital from 2012 to 2014 were calculated
and analyzed. Results Consumption sum of oral NSAIDs in 2014 increased rapidly. DDDs of Aspirin Enteric-coated Tablets,
Loxoprofen Sodium Capsules, and Meloxicam Dispersible Tablets ranked the first three persistently. DDC of Celecoxib Capsules was
the highest in all NSAIDs. NSAIDs whose B/A were above 1.5 included Fen'ankamin Tablets, Aspirin Enteric-coated Tablets, and
Metamizole Sodium Tablets. NSAIDs whose B/A were below 0.7 included Celecoxib Capsules, Loxoprofen Sodium Tablets,
Oxaprozin Enteric-coated Tablets, and Compound Dextromethorphan Hydrobromide Tablets I[. Conclusion The utilization of
NSAIDs in Shanghai Pudong New District Zhoupu Hospital is generally rational, and is developing toward the direction of new dosage
forms with long-term and low toxicity.
