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Analysis on rational usage of Reduning Injection in Renmin Hospital of Wuhan
University in 2016

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Abstract: Objective To investigate the application of Reduning Injection in Renmin Hospital of Wuhan University in 2016, and to
provide refference for rational use of drugs in clinic. Methods The utilization of Reduning Injection in Department of Outpatient and
Emergency in Renmin Hospital of Wuhan University in 2016 was analyzed statistically in terms of gender of and age of patients,
department, and irrational drug use etc. Results There were 738 pieces of prescriptions using Reduning Injection. The male was
more than female with the ratio of 1.18 : 1. And the ages of patients were mainly 0 — 10 years old. Reduning Injection was mostly
used in Department of Pediatrics with 643 pieces. The patients with upper respiratory tract infection had the most cases, which was up
to 572 cases, accounting for 77.51%. There were 4 prescriptions that did not conform to the indications. Conclusion The clinical use
of Reduning Injection in Renmin Hospital of Wuhan University is basically rational, but there are still some nonstandard uses. In order
to play more important role in clinical medicine, the clinical use of Reduning Injection should be strictly in accordance with the drug
instructions and treatment based on syndrome differentiation should be emphasized.
