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Clinical study on Weidan Capsules combined with lansoprazole in treatment of
gastric ulcer
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Abstract: Objective To investigate the clinical effect of Weidan Capsules combined with lansoprazole in treatment of gastric ulcer.
Methods Patients (96 cases) with gastric ulcer in Tianjin Fifth Central Hospital from July 2016 to July 2018 were randomly divided
into control (48 cases) and treatment (48 cases) groups. Patients in the control group were po administered with Lansoprazole
Enteric-coated Capsules, 30 mg/time, once daily. Patients in the treatment group were po administered with Weidan Capsules on the
basis of the control group, 2 grains/time, three times daily. Patients in two groups were treated for 6 weeks. After treatment, the clinical
efficacy was evaluated, and the upper abdominal pain score, acid regurgitation score, PGE2, CRP, IL-17, SOD, LPO, and Hp
eradication rate, ulcer healing rate and recurrence rate in two groups before and after treatment were compared. Results After
treatment, the clinical efficacy in the control group was 87.5%, which was significantly lower than 100.0% in the treatment group, and
there were differences between two groups (P < 0.05). After treatment, the upper abdominal pain scores, acid regurgitation scores in
two groups were significantly reduced (P < 0.05), and these scores in the treatment group were significantly lower than those in the
control group (P < 0.05). After treatment, the concentration of PGE2 in gastric juice and serum SOD levels in two groups were
significantly increased (P < 0.05), serum CRP, IL-17, LPO levels were significantly decreased (P < 0.05), and these indexes in the
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treatment group were significantly better than those in the control group (P < 0.05). After treatment, the Hp eradication rate, ulcer
healing rate in the treatment group were 93.8% and 75.0%, which were significantly lower than that in the control group, respectively,
and there were differences between two groups (P < 0.05). After treatment, the recurrence rate in the treatment group was significantly

lower than that in the control group (P < 0.05). Conclusion Weidan Capsules combined with lansoprazole is accurate in treatment of

gastric ulcer, can promote ulcer healing, enhance the defense function of gastric mucosa and the antioxidant capacity.
