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Analysis on usage of traditional Chinese medicine injection for promoting blood
circulation and removing blood stasis in Jiangsu Rongjun Hospital from 2016 to
2018

Abstract: Objective To analyze the utilization of traditional Chinese medicine injection for promoting blood circulation and
removing blood stasis in Jiangsu Rongjun Hospital from 2016 to 2018, and to provide reference for rational use and drug management.
Methods The usage data of traditional Chinese medicine injection for promoting blood circulation and removing blood stasis in
Jiangsu Rongjun Hospital from 2016 to 2018 were collected for analysis of drug amount, use of the departments , DDDs, DDC, and
B/A by Excel. Results Sales and DDDs of traditional Chinese medicine injection for promoting blood circulation and removing
blood stasis showed an downward trend from 2016 to 2018, with Department of Geriatric Rehabilitation and Department of Bone and
Joint Rehabilitation used more. Danshen Chuanxionggin Injection had higher selectivity, and DDC was also higher, but B/A values
were greater than 1. The usage of Danhong Injection declined rapidly and its B/A value was low. The B/A value of the other drugs were
close to 1. Conclusion The application of traditional Chinese medicine injection for promoting blood circulation and removing blood
stasis in Jiangsu Rongjun Hospital from 2016 to 2018 is basically reasonable. Appropriate interventions are conducive to promoting the
rational use of such drugs.
