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Clinical study on Gongyanping Capsules combined with azithromycin in treatment
of gonococcal vaginitis
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Abstract: Objective To investigate the clinical effect of Gongyanping Capsules combined with Azithromycin Tablets in treatment of
gonococcal vaginitis. Methods Patients (112 cases) with gonococcal vaginitis in Yan’an University Affiliated Hospital from January
2016 to January 2018 were randomly divided into control and treatment groups, and each group had 56 cases. Patients in the control
group were po administered with Azithromycin Tablets 0.5 g on the first day, and 0.25 g daily after that. Patients in the treatment group
were po administered with Gongyanping Capsules, 3 grains/time, three times daily. Patients in two groups were treated for 2 weeks.
After treatment, the clinical efficacy was evaluated, and the disappearance time of clinical symptoms and serum inflammatory factor
levels in two groups were compared. Results After treatment, the clinical efficacy in the control and treatment groups was 67.80%
and 89.30%, respectively, and there were differences between two groups (P < 0.05). After treatment, the disappearance times of
itching, leucorrhea abnormality, and secretion abnormality in the treatment group were significantly shorter than those in the control
group, and there were differences between two groups (P < 0.05). After treatment, the serum levels of IL-2, IL-8, and IL-13 in two
groups were significantly decreased, and the difference was statistically significant in the same group (P < 0.05). After treatment, the
serum inflammatory factor levels in the treatment group were significantly lower than those in the control group, with significant
difference between two groups (P < 0.05). Conclusion Gongyanping Capsules combined with Azithromycin Tablets has good
clinical efficacy in treatment of gonococcal vaginitis, can quickly achieve the effect of anti-inflammatory and bacteriostasis, with good
safety and low recurrence rate, which has a certain clinical application value.
